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SJV RESOURCE AWARD

Application Guidelines
1. Fill out the SJV Resource Award application form.
2. Write a 1-2 page request (in English or Spanish) that addresses the following points:
a. Give a brief description of your organization, program, or project. 
b. How does your organization, program, or project work to preserve migrant and resident birds and/or their habitats? If you are a researcher or student, describe why your project is important to bird conservation and what new information it will provide.

c. Explain specifically the need for field guides, reference books, etc. How will they be used?
3. IMPORTANT: Please advise us on the best way to deliver materials to your organization. Be as detailed as possible. Your ability to help arrange for delivery will affect our evaluation of your request. Let us know if representatives of your organization will be traveling to the U.S. or if you know of U.S. researchers who may be traveling to your area who can act as couriers.

4. Organizations receiving materials from the SJV are required to provide within three months a report detailing their activities with the awarded materials. The report should explain the bird conservation programs and projects that applicants are involved in.
